(try to avoid simply including pages of printed information from the internet)
Possible sections to include:

Major battles or campaigns in WW2

Life in the forces

Life at home 

The Home Guard

The Land Army

Other voluntary services 
Rationing

Evacuation

The Blackout
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Air raids/ the Blitz

Profiles on famous people in the war

Anything else that appeals to you!
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Presenting your work

You have been given a file, a selection of paper and a treasury tag. You can collect more paper from school as and when you need it. You could present your work in a folder or book of your own if you would rather.

A front cover will be needed for your project as well as a contents page (number all of the pages of work you write or draw.)

Prizes

There will be a prize for really good examples. Be sure to try to do a section of your project each week rather than having a rush to do it at the end. This term has 10 weeks of homework in it so your project should be quite detailed.
